1. The table of contents is set up with hyperlinks, and you can get to any section of the paper by clicking

the section in the table of contents. Same for tables and figures.

2. You can input as many sources as you want into the .bib file. They will only appear in the 'References’
section if they are cited in text. The 'References’ section is organized in the order of which the sources
are cited in text. The in text citations are also hyperlinked, and clicking one will bring you to that

source in the 'References’ section.

4. The paper can be split into sections, subsections, and subsubsections, and subsubsubsections. These
can be inputted in any part of the main body of the text, from the abstract to the conclusion. Adding
an asterisks in the command line will prevent the section from getting a section number and appearing

in the table of contents.

5. Appendices are referenced the same as anything else, using Appendix [A] and Appendix
