Keywords are a set of words or terms selected from the text to reveal the subject
content of the whole text for the user to find the literature, and the standardized words
in the word list (refer to the corresponding technical terminology standards) should
be used as much as possible. The keywords are usually 3 to 8, arranged according to
the level of extensibility of the words. The keywords are separated by commas, and
no punctuation marks are used after the last keyword.
